Take your time reading, there is no need to rush. 

Help them to see that there are spaces
between words, that you read from the top of the page to the bottom, and
that you read from left to right.

Read expressively: talk the way the story's characters would talk; make
sound effects and funny faces; and vary the pitch of your voice
throughout the story to make it more interesting. 
Encourage them to ask questions about the story's characters and
events. 
Talk about the story and relate it to their personal experiences.

Learning any new language is a difficult mission for anyone,
and reading from a regular text book is often a very daunting,
laborious and difficult experience. Mandarin Chinese in
particular would be quite challenging especially for our
students who want to improve their Chinese character
reading skills 汉字 (Hànzì).

This is why Middle School Chinese students improve their
Chinese reading and speaking skills by first using flashcards
and cartoon comic strips. Students work in groups and learn
from comic strips by simply cutting the individual panels apart
and putting these in the correct order to build a dialogue. They
also creatively fill in empty dialogues themselves to practice
imaginary conversation. In this way students are introduced to
verbs and simple sentence structures and as a result
familiarize themselves with the language.
